SendKey Events Support
The Device API now supports sendKey events, enabling keys and buttons to send customized keycodes.

Automatic Release of Scanner Resources in Background

Enterprise Browser now automatically releases the scanner and Barcode Manager resources when EB goes to
background, enabling other applications running on the device to perform scanning activities without quitting the
EB app. Resources and settings are restored when EB returns to the foreground. Applies only to the Enterprise
Browser Barcode API.

Enterprise Application Configurator 1.0

Enterprise Application Configurator (EAC) is a companion utility for Enterprise Browser that simplifies DOM
injection, a process that can add capabilities to a running EB app without changing the source code. EAC maps
EB fields or buttons to Zebra devices such as scanners, printers and keyboards and can voice-enable fields for
spoken input and/or output.
